














October Clinic Serves 1439 People
You've heard about the clinic we have
been building/renovating in the village

of Marfranc. In essence we have been
retrofitting the former Catholic Church

in that village. This project came about
because the first time we explored the
Grande Anse River Valley, we met some
women from Kokomo, Indiana, who come
and do clinics in Marfranc. Barbara Cline
is the leader of this group, and she came
to Haiti because her Catholic parish in
Kokomo was “twinned” with the parish

in Marfranc. There is virtually no regular
health care available in these rural areas,
and it has been our privilege to fix up and
add onto the building so they can have a
better place to treat patients. Recently we
built an addition on the building where
they can securely store equipment and
medicine, and they can wash hands and
equipment. When Barbara and her team
were there in October, they saw 1439
people (748 adults, 549 children,

and 142 dental patients). Wow!

through New Life for Haiti

New School Started at Chameau
Just before Thanksgiving, NLH Director,
Fran Leeman, took a team down to Haiti.
Pastor Neil Schori and Whitney Wilson
from Naperville Christian Church went
along to see Haiti for the first time,
Michelle Donnell from The Crossover
Church in central lllinois went also, and
Andew Vanlassel from LiteSpring Church
went to help Steve Moore install an electric
well pump. While on the trip, the team
hiked up to the mountain village of Chameau
to assess some roofs which need to be
replaced (on the church/school building
and on the house the pastor and school
director live in). The church we are con
nected to in Chameau has not had a
school in the past, but they recently began
one. The school has less than twenty
children right now, but with our help, it
can grow and eventually provide education
for many children on the mountain. We
received a warm reception from the teach
ers, and spent some time playing with the
children, who are in preschool and 1st and
2nd grade. The tear felt the tremendous
potential of something new in a place
forgotten by the world

include:

* Getting the roof on the second
school

* Painting both Marfranc school
buildings

* Putting doors on all the Marfranc

building and house in Chameau

* Further improvements to the
Clinic building in Marfranc

The Dreaded Battery Acid Leak Problem on C5 Corvettes

If you are experiencing “electrical gremlins” with your 97 to 2000 Corvette, it could be
the dreaded battery acid leak problem. It happened to me last year. While | was driving
my 98 Convertible on a warm summer night, the gauges on the dashboard started
fluctuating wildly. The lights would also go bright then dim, and the traction control light
and ABS light came on. | made my way back home and once inside the garage | began to
investigate. The belts were all tight and nothing looked amiss. Upon visual inspection, the
battery looked fine. | wrote down the numbers that were on the AC Delco Freedom
Battery and | decoded them by going to the AC Delco website. It turned out the battery
was 7 years old. | thought that was the extent of the problem but I was wrong. | removed
the battery and what | saw was amazing. The battery sits on a plastic battery tray which
has a square hole in the middle. The square hole sits atop a metal post. The inside of the
square hole was filled to the top with dry battery acid. The bolts that held the plastic tray
to the metal post were all disintegrated. | carefully vacuumed up the battery acid with a
shop vac that had a fine filter in it. Next | had to chisel the head off a couple of the bolts.
I then lifted the battery tray out and that is when | saw the real mess. Under the metal post,
sits the wiring harness and PCM. The sheathing on the wiring harness was eaten away.
The ground wires were all corroded and the acid was on the PCM and all over the frame.
I mixed up some baking soda and water and poured it on the acid to neutralize it. 1 hosed
it all down. It cleaned the paint right off the frame. | used another shop vac to suck up the
water and dried every thing off with a blower. | peeled off the sheathing on the wires to
inspect them. Luckily the acid did not make its way into the wires. | cleaned up the
ground wires with a wire brush. | cleaned the connectors on the PCM very carefully.
Next | painted the frame with spray paint. After everything was dry, | reassembled all of
the connectors. | wrapped the wiring harness with new plastic sheathing I bought from
Auto Zone. | also purchased a new battery. The “electrical gremlins” are now gone. If
you have a 97 to 2000 Vette and you haven’t replaced the battery, take it out and inspect
the battery tray. Just from looking at the top of the battery you will not find anything.
You have to take it out to inspect the damage. | also put a battery matt under the battery
in case it ever leaks again.
