Excerpt from NRL By-Laws 

ARTICLE IV 

 

Section 1.        Number and Term of Officers 

The Club shall have the number of officers as described in Article V. the elected officers of the Club shall serve for one year or until 

their successors are elected and qualified, with exception of the Treasurer which shall be for two years. Terms of office will begin on 

January 1st and run for one calendar year. One member cannot hold more than one Board position. 

 

Section 2.         Nomination and Election of Officers 

 

A. Election of officers shall be held at the meeting in November. All officers shall be the people who receive the highest number of 

votes. Members in good standing wishing to vote by absentee ballot shall request it from the Secretary and return same to the Secretary 

prior to the election meeting. In the event of a tie, a revote will be taken between candidates that have tied. 

 

B. Candidates names will appear on the ballot in the order of nomination. 

 

C. Candidates qualifications will be available and read aloud prior to the vote for prospective offices. 

 

D. Nominations for officers shall be held at the October and November business meetings. 

 

E. At the conclusion of nominations for all offices. On the day of election, once nominations are closed, they shall not be reopened 

except in the case of extraordinary circumstances. Extraordinary circumstances shall be defined as a situation where a necessary office 

vacancy occurs and must be filled. 

 

 

Section 3.        Eligibility to Hold Office 

To be eligible to run for or hold office; 

 

1). A candidate must be an active member (see Section 3, Article 11 above). 

 

2). Have been an active member for at least the twelve (12) consecutive months immediately proceeding the term of office. 

 

3). And not hold office concurrently with any other N.C.C.C. sanctioned club. 

 

 

ARTICLE V 

 

Section 1.         Duties of an Officer 

In addition to performing the designated function of his office. A member of the Board of Officers is entrusted with the responsibility 

of establishing Club policy, upholding the bylaws of the Club, carrying out the purpose of the Club, and, above all, acting in the best 

interest of the Club and its individual members. It is also their duty to attend Club meetings and functions. 

 

Section 2.         Duties of the President 

The President shall be the Chief Executive of the Club. The President shall preside at all meetings of the members and shall have the 

responsibility for the general control and management of all Club activities. He is responsible for the care and custody of all Club 

property and shall maintain an up-to-date record of all such property, which shall include the name of any member charged with 

temporary custody thereof. He may call special meetings under the provisions of Article III  He shall be an ex-office member of all 

committees and preside at the officers meeting in the absence of the Vice-President. Other responsibilities include regular 

communication with the other officers and committee chairmen to ensure coordination of functions and successful completion of 

activities. 

 

Section 3.         Duties of the Vice-President 

In the absence of the President or in case of his death, resignation or inability to act (which will be determined by the Board of 

Officers), the duties usually appertaining to that office shall be performed by the Vice-President. He shall serve as Chairman of the 

monthly officer meeting. He shall serve as Director of social and non-competitive activities. He shall also actively promote the name of 

N.R.L. in the community. 

 

Section 4.         Duties of the Secretary 

The Secretary shall attend all meetings of the members and officers and shall record all minutes and the outcome of all votes in a book 

kept for this purpose. He shall give all notices of meetings of the members required by law or these by-laws and shall perform all duties 

incidental to this office required by law or the majority vote of the officers. He shall have custody of the Club's records and keep all 



clubs correspondence. He shall be responsible for absentee voting as detailed in Article IV, Section 2 and Article IX. In the absence of 

the Secretary from any meeting, a Secretary pro tempore shall be chosen by the presiding Officer. The Secretary shall also act as Club 

Historian. 

 

Section 5.         Duties of the Treasurer 

The Treasurer shall, subject to such conditions and restrictions as may be made by the officers, have custody of all monies, debts, and 

obligations belonging to the Club. He shall receive monies for the Club and deposit it in the Club account. He shall mail all payments 

of club debts upon approval of the Board of Officers. All CONTRACT, CHECK, DRAFTS, NOTES OR OTHER ORDERS FOR 

PAYMENT OF MONEY SHALL BE SIGNED BY THE TREASURER AND PRESIDENT OR VICEPRESIDENT. He shall give 

bond at Club expense. 

 

The Treasurer shall give a report on the financial status of the club at the monthly meeting, and, if so requested, at any other meeting of 

the Officers. No obligation, debt or other liability shall be incurred by the Treasurer without the specific approval of the Board of 

Officers. 

 

The Treasurer shall also be responsible for maintaining the Corporate and Not for Profit status of the Club. 

 

Cosigners of any Northern Rays Ltd. contracts, checks, drafts, notes, or other orders for payment of money, may not be of the same 

household or related by blood or marriage to the treasurer. If this should occur, an alternate signature will be required. The cosigner 

will be selected by the board of officers. 

 

Section 6.         Duties of the N.C.C.C. Governor 

The Governor shall attend the N.C.C.C. meeting(s) in accordance N.C.C.C. rules, and shall be reimbursed by the Club for such 

expenses as approved by the board of Officers. His duty shall be in compliance with the duties outlined in the N.C.C.C. Rule Book. 

 

Section 7.         Duties of the Director of Competition 

The Director of Competition shall be responsible for the administration of all Club sanctioned and competition events. He shall be the 

resident authority for any conversation relative to competition. He shall also be in charge of award acquisition for any Club oriented 

events. 

 

Section 8.         Duties of the Membership Director 

The Membership Director shall be charged with the responsibility for keeping up-to-date records of all members. He shall keep track 

of the number of functions attended by prospective members and active members. He shall be in charge of collecting monies due for 

membership, both initial and renewal. He shall be in charge of selling of club property at the Club function. He shall be responsible for 

contacting all prospective members who have expressed an interest in club membership. 

 

Section 9.         Duties of the Publication Director 

The Publication Director shall be in charge of Club News Publication. He shall be the Editor, Writer, Publisher and distributor of this 

publication. At his discretion he may designate any or all of these functions to volunteers. If done so, he shall be final authority and 

hold full responsibility for this publication, within reason. 

 

Section 10         Duties of the Director of Public Relations 

The Director of Public Relations shall be responsible for the advertising of upcoming Club events, and also for any post event articles. 

He shall also be responsible for promoting the name of the Club in the community. 

 

Section 11.         Duties of the Sergeant At Arms 

The Sergeant At Arms will be the policing body at any Club function, or gathering of Club members. They shall keep order at the 

meetings and use whatever -methods are necessary to do so, including physical expulsion. He shall do his best to protect any Club 

property as well as the personal property of any member and guests. They shall also be charged with the responsibility of assisting the 

Membership director in making any guests feel welcome. The number of Sergeant At Arms shall be two (2) and will be the two (2) 

individuals receiving the highest number of votes. 

 

 

Section 12.         Duties of Parliamentarian 

The Parliamentarian shall act in an advisory capacity to the President and the Board of Officers regarding the proper conduct of any 

meeting. He shall be the Chairman of the by-laws Committee. He shall be appointed by the President but must be approved by a 3/4 

majority vote of the Board of Officers. This is a Non-Voting Board position.
